The grounds also include the 
original barn and smokehouse, and an original 1873 one-room 
schoolhouse.  Enjoy the beautiful period gardens. 

 
10:45 AM: Beckman Mill – Rebuilt by hundreds of volunteers over a 10 

year period of time, Beckman Mill is now a living, working 
museum used to teach visitors how the mill operated in 1926. 
This land was also once home to a popular dance hall and 
distillery in the days of prohibition. 

 
12:15 PM Enjoy a “Bucket Lunch” down by the old mill stream.  Sit and 

enjoy your lunch outside under the pavilion and listen to nature 
 
1:45 PM: The Angel Museum – The Angel Museum has over 11,000 items 

on rotating display and is considered the largest privately held 
angel collection in the world.  The site also includes angels 
donated by talk show host Oprah Winfrey, a gift shop and the 
Taste of Heaven Café. 

 
3:30 PM: Guided Beloit Tour – Take a guided driving tour of Beloit and 

see some of the city’s history, industry and recreational 
opportunities.  

 
5:00 PM: Dinner Time and time to enjoy one of Wisconsin’s oldest supper 

clubs, The Butterfly Club. A great meal and wonderful 
surroundings.
